Master Lloyd Hun* recited in a 
pleasing manner the "Story of Bc-
thoven's Moonlight Sonata. ' ' Miss 
Miles playlrig part of the above selec­
tion on the piano to i l lustrate the 
story, 

Mrs. E. o. Buss gave tin Interesting 
talk on "The Social Center ." She 
explained the social center as a gener­
al gathering place of the people of a 
neighborhood, and showed the need 
of them today. She said t he church 
was an individual organization and 
would never do for a social center; 
t h a t the logical place for citizens to 
meet was the school house. She 
described the first organization of the 
kind which was s tar ted in Rochester, 
N. Y«i February 15, 1907, when dele­
gates from twelve organizations, rep­
resenting 50,000 people, met in the 
Chamber of Commerce and asked the 
mayor and common council to appro­
priate $5,000 for a social center. The 
school board was given <aithority to 
use the money for school yard and 
playground purposes. More meetings 
of the citizens were held and the social 
center was seen to be a means by 
which the people could manage their 
own affairs, They discussed ques­
tions of public interest , also the dut ies 
of aldermen, the school system, and 
the telephone si tuat ion. Requests 
came from d i s t an t par ts of the city 
t h a t the school houses in certain dis­
t r ic t s be opened for social centers for 
neighborhood political discussions. 

The second season there were ten 
school houses in the city so used, and 
$10,000 was appropriated for the work. 
The third year, the iirst dental olllee 
was installed in a school house, 
followed by an a r t gallery, the local 
theater office, and a moving picture 
theater . T h a t year the appropriation 
was $20,000. 

Mrs. Buss told how the city made 
the mis 'ake of not pu t t ing i ts mayor 
a t the head of the social center, and 
how it was fought by bossism and 
even the newspapers. She described 
how the idea of the school house for 
the social center has been t ransplant ­
ed in the West and how successful, 
particularly in Wisconsin, i t has be­
come. She showed the possibility 
open to the rural community of 
making i ts school house a place for 
neighborhood gatherings, and t.bought 
ii would have a tendency to keep the 
boys and girls on t he farm. 

In closing, she pictured an Ideal 
school house. I t would be located in 
a park; it would have an auditorium 
for political gatherings, concerts and 

| socials, with movable seats and a 
| stage, so t h a t it might be used for 
dancing; there would be a gymnasium, 
a swimming pool, a reading room, a 

| place in the basement for bowling 
and billiards, and a res taurant ; it 
would be in fact, a club house. 

Mrs. M. .). Blanden gave an inter­
esting talk .on "The Mont essori Sys­
t em." She said th is new system of 

; elementary education was founded 
by Dr. Maria Mont essori of Rome, 

i Italy. Children of four and live years 
'• of age, t rained by t his method, can 
| read, write and do number work, as 
j well as our th i rd grade pupils. The 
system is based upon two funda-

j mental principles: the complete lib­
erty of the child in its spontaneous 
manifestat ions, and, the utilization 
of every atom of the natural energy. 
True discipline is founded only on 
liberty. Repression does not/l i t t he 

child for actual life. The child train­
ed to self-control will discipline him­
self. The Montessori system teaches 

j to avoid the repression of all spontan­
eous acts and claims the aim of dis­

c ip l i ne is to train to action and work, 
thus developing independence. Re­
wards and punishments arc not 
believed in. 

The children a t tend the school from 
19 a, m. until 6 or 5:30 p. m. Only a 
[small part of the day is spent in the 
sch&oi house, the larger par t being 
taken up with play, exercises, restj 
and the serving of t he noon luncheon, 
which the children do themselves. 
The t raining of the senses is a most! 
important par t of the system. The] 
letters and object s are learned t h rough, 
the sense of touch. The child is not, 
allowed to make mistakes or to usej 
material until he understands what, 
t o d o w i t h i t . The teaching- is done 
individually, one teacher and h e l 
assist ant being able to direct, twenty-
live or thir ty children. 

The system was introduced into! 
i America in ltd 1, b\ Miss Anna Ceorgej 
; the first American pupil of Madame 

Montessori. the school being a t 

Tarry town, N. Y. In 11)12, a school 
was opened a t Washington, I). C.jj 
and last .January, the Iirst t ra in ing 
school under this system, was es tab l 
lished in the same city. In May, m 
Montessori educational association 
was formed in Washington. While 
the work in America met witlii 
many discouragements a t first, by 
using much rhythm and out-of-dooj' 
work, good results began to show. 
As soon as the child became interest^ 
ed, t he bat t le was won. LargelJ 
through the etTorts of Miss Ceorge 
has the work made successful progt 
ress in America,

A discussion of the Central High 
School idea followed, led by Mrs. Biy| 
She said i t was not possible for t h i 
one-room school to give the country 
boys and girls the necessary e d u c i | 
tional advantages, and quoted from 
the Secretary of Agriculture, thai, 
the rural schools lack funds, equip­
ment, and competent teachers, and 
have too small buildings and unsani­
tary surroundings; t h a t there acp 
thousands of these schools in tlie 
country, with th i r ty or forty pupi |s 
under a young and incompetent 
teacher; t h a t tlie country bo^s aim 
girls are not get t ing a square deal. 

Dr. Wagner said i t was impossible 
for the teacher in the rural scuool to 
give the necessary t ime to each class. 
l i e snowed the advantages of t l |e 
central school over the one-room 
school in comforts, bet ter teachers 
and equipment. 

Priu. Rianden told of results wliefe 
the central school plan has been trieti, 
particularly in Connecticut, wliefe 
tlie high schools are all located In 
the cities. 

Miss Jennie Swezey told how tjjie 
plan had worked out in dill'erelit 
places and said t hat in no instance 
where it had been tried had the people 
gone back to the old way. 

List . Supt. Marshall gave examples 
of when many rural schools Had. only 
a very few pupils and showed t h a t i t 
cost more to educate pupils in t|ie 
rural scuool, hence it is a waste of 
public money to maintain them.
