No witnesses are known for marriage in
1725. CP Schramberg, Bl. 134 of 9.11.1725: He brings two children into his second marriage, fed with
Christian Allgaier and Klaus Hérmann: 1) Mathes Reiter, 2) Katharina Reither. On 13.3.1731, according to
CP Schramberg, Bl. 18, Salome Kaltenbacher, Joseph Reutters pm Wittib in the Schwarzenbach, sold the
half-court to the step-son Matheis Reuther. Then division of the heirs among five heirs: 1) Salome
Kaltenbacher, Wittib; Whose two children are: 2) Matheis / Mathdus, 3) Johann Georg; 4) Mathes Reitter
[from the first marriage of the deceased], 5) Catharina Reuter [also from this marriage].
