SOME CIBCUS FACTS. 

THE KAISER'S 
ELY AT PLAY. J ^ L M I 

Unconventional Do ings o f Imperial 

Princes When In t h e Country. 

Interesting Things About the 

Barnum & Bailey Show Not 

Generally Known. 

There are some facts about the Bar­
num & Bailey circus that are not gen­
erally known, but which can hardly 
fail to be of Interest to the thousands 
who visit the big show when it exhib­
i t s here Wednesday, May 2. 

The present season marks the fifty-
third annual tour of the B a m u m & 
Bailey show. It is the only American 
circus that has ever made a tour of 
Kurope, and1 i ts entire equipment, ex­
cept railroad cars, which were built in 
England, has twice been transported 
across the Atlantic. Among its other 
prosperous tours w a s a visit to Aus­
tralia. 

The show represents an actual invest­
ment of $4.0004)00. I ts daily expenses 
average $7,000. Many small cities, 
which must be played in order to break 
the railroad jumps, represent an actual 
money lose owing to the insufficiency 
of the population; nevertheless the 
show Is an assured money-maker, and 
its annual profits run Into the hundreds 
of thousands. 

The employes number nearly 1.100 
men, women and children. They come 
from all parts of the civilized world. 
Twenty-s ix different languages are 
spoken in the dressing room, and 
among the performers are Roman 
Catholics, Greek Catholics, nearly all 
the Protestant sects. Buddtsts, Brah­
mins, followers of Confucius, Shlnto-
ists , Mohammedans, Fetish worship­
pers, and followers of many other pe­
culiar faiths. 

The actual circus company numbers 
about 300 expert artists. These include 
riders, acrobats, aerlallsts, arenic 
specialists and performers of startling 
acts, like the auto-bolide and somer­
sault turning automobile, that require 
a pecular kind of daring skill and rare 
disregard of danger and possible In­
jury or death. 

There are over 5(»0 horses and ponies. 
The menagerie has fifty dens, each 
with two or three compartments, so 
that there are considerably over a hun­
dred cages of wild beasts. In addition 
lo the caged animals, there are four 
giraffes, a herd of sebras. three herds 
of elephants and other tethered ani­
mals. 

The performance Is given in three 
rings, on two stage*, in mid-air, and 
upon an immense hippodrome track, 
with seats for 15,000 spectators. The 
Barnum * Bailey circus i s the only one 
that provides actual' chairs for its re­
served 5eals. and guarantee* a foot-
re»t seat to every purchaser of an ad­
mission ticket. It M also tfte only cir­
rus that uses private boxes on the 
road. 

The tents^ cover welve Seres of 
ground, and are said to be the largest 
ever constructed for the purpose. 

To carry all this paraphernalia neces­
s i tates five long trains of double length 
cars. To store the cars during the day 
requires a mile and a quarter of siding. 
Notwithstanding the enormous iabor 
Involve J in loading and unloading these 
trains, nine-tenths . o f the cities are 
played for only one day. so that, in the 
majority of instances, the canvas city 
is built and razed every twenty-four 
hours. 

The Germans emperor and his family 
spend their iiummer vacat ion In the 
castle of WHlalmshohp, near Cassel. 

A s described! by a writer in Harper's 
Bazar, it ir really a vacation. Here is 
seen the domestic side of the royal pic­
ture which appeals so strongly to th*e 
German. The^empress is not a lone the 
first lady of the land—she is the first 
mother in the land. 

The aristoenFcy may grunble that she 
neglects her social duties and cult ivates 
too closely the. famous three K's recom­
mended by the emperor—Kirche, Kind­
er und Kuch/fn (church, children and 
cooking)—but -It is precisely because of 
th is that the bi^lk of the German nation 
have enshrlnejp-her in their hearts. 

As spring changes to summer and the 
date set for the empress* arrival draws 
near there tdjfl up the wooded slopes of 
Wilhelmshohtfvans of gigantic size, de­
positing furniture, provisions and 
trunks a t the Schloss, which opens wide 
i t s windows TO the morning sunlight. 

In the groufids an army of peasant 
women in blue cotton g o w n s and whi te 
handkercriefs .rake and hoe, prune and 
plant, till the flower beds grow fairly 
riotous with blossom. 

Carriages and vehicles galore and all 
sorts and conditions of horses come one 
by one to t h e stables, and at the en­
trance to the wooded bridle path, which 
w e regarded a s our own special prop­
erty, a polttefhotlce w a s posted that it 
w a s "for the Wery most highest person­
ages reserved}' 

Severa years ago, when the crown 
prince was still a boy, we used to have 
glimpses of the- mother playing tennis 
on the law.n with her two eldest sons 
and a lady in. wait ing; or of the whole 
party s i t t ing round the supper table on 
the terrace of a warm summer evening. 
Indeed, the princess seemed to be om> 
nipresent. and every one had a different 
tale to tell of them. 

On© morning a s the artillery w a s 
coming in fronri its dally Dienst, the 
crown prince. iwith his legs apart and 
his hands In his pockets, w a s standing 
at the entrance to the barracks, watch­
ing the long train of guns and horses 
file by. 

Hi s tutor reproved the boy for h i s a t ­
titude with the remark: "The crown 
prince never^Mands in that position!" 
"Oh. bother «rown princes!" c a m e the 
rejoinder. .. 

That this small Hohensollern w a s a 
chip of the old. block, however, is evi­
denced by tWtj story t h a t ' i n his play 
with his brother, the handsome Eitel 
Fritz, the latter in some w a y displeased 
the elder, w h o attempted to pummel 
him. say ingi .^ "I'll teach you w h o i s 
crown prince;** 

On his return that evening the em­
peror w a s told of the occurrence, and 
calling the heir to the throne before 
him, mad?, him tell his version of the 
story. 

"Quite right?* said the emperor, when 
the boy had finished; "and now I shall 
teach you who is emperor!" whereupon 
he administered a severe rebuke to the 
crown prli:eei • 
^•The relations between parents and 

children, however, are of the tenderest; 
and during the few weeks that the em­
peror spends -at Wilhelmshohe every 
moment that he can spare from affairs 
of s ta te Is devoted to his family. 

The princes; in their blue and white 
sailor suits, scoured the neighborhood 
on foot. Arty fine morning the four 
eldest boys* coul d bo seen trudging along 
to the carpenter's shop, where they 
amused themselves with hammer and 
saw. each one carrying his own tools, 
and a plank some four feet long over 
his shoulder.** 

Gulseppe Bspostto, t h e y o u n g Ital ian 
w h o oa Feb . 26 shot and instantly 
killed Sabatino Dragone, near For t 
Lee, i s under arrest a t Cancello, Italy, 
h i s former h o m e , charged w i t h m u r ­
der. F r o m w h a t Prosecutor Koester 
of Hackensack h a s learned Espos i to 
bel ieved that no one k n e w w h o shot 
Dragone, for h e w a s sure that h e h a d 
a lso killed Frank Magnetto, w h o w a s 
w i t h Dragone a t the t ime of the shoot ­
ing. The murder w a s commit ted on 
a lonely road near For t Lee . Mag­
net to did fall from the baker wagon , 
but it w a s from fright a n d not«because 
h e w a s wounded. I t w a s because of 
this belief that Espos i to returned to 
his home* in Cancello, w h e r e he and 
Dragone had been p laymates . 

Prosecutor Koester requested the 
Italian newspapers in N e w York to 
print the detai ls of the murder, w i t h 
the note that the papers in I ta ly copy. 
Dragone's relatives watched every 
s teamer that reached Italy f rom the 
United States, and were al l prepared 
to ac t w h e n the murderer arrived. 

Prosecutor Koester says he doesn't 
bel ieve h e can have Kxposito extra­
dited, because the accused i s not a 
cltiaen of the Uni ted States, but It Is 
probable that the murderer will be 
placed- on trial In Italy on evidence 
taken before the Italian vice-consul in 
N e w York and sent to the Ital ian gov­
ernment . 

CHIEF PABOLED HER. 

Mrs Reider Was Arrested for 
Shoplifting in Boston Store. 

Mrs. Fannie Reider w a s arrested for 
shoplifting a t the Boston store Satur­
day afternoon, but w a s not arraigned 
in the police court yesterday morning. 
After she had been locked up a short 
t ime her husband called a t headquar­
ters and at his request Chief Bimson 
paroled the accused until this morn­
ing.
