VALLEY IE IS

Tract of 160 Acres Being
Developed as Park May

Be Considered

Establishment in Los An-
geles county of a military train-
ing camp for unemployed youths
between the ages of 15 and
21 years will be requested of
the war department by the
county supervisors and if the
request is granted, the 160
acres owned by the county at
Pacoima may be included as
one of the most advantageous
sites for the camp, it was
learned today.
The resolution to the war de-

partment was sponsored by Super-
visor Hugh Thatcher who point-
ed out that such a camp, conduct-
ed under- strict military discipline,
would rehabilitate thousands of un-
employed youths; would-mean ex-
penditure of large sums for sup-
plies and would relieve the tax-
payers of the burden of carrying
these youths on the charity rolls.

According to Supervisor John R.
Quinn, the site - at Pacoima, now
under going improvements as a
county park, would be very ad-
vantageous becouse of its location
along San Fernando road and the
Southern Pacific railway.

"I know of no better place for
the proposed camp," he stated.

These camps would be establish-
ed in various parts of the nation
and would be under direct super-
vision of the war department.
Many thousands of young men, it
has been shown, are traveling
through the nation as vagrants be-
cause they are homeless or cannot
find employment. It is to -Cms
large group that the proposed
camps would appeal, officials are
convinced.

Designation of sites is expected
to be made within the next few
weeks. The system of military
cantonments was proposed as an
unemployment relief measure.

Lankershim Estate Indicates
Balance of $6,208,672;

Bank Gets ?49;3S7

Fees totaling $56,443 for legal
services to the estate of the late
J. B. Lankershim, pioneer San
Fernando Valley capitalist, were
allowed J. Wiseman Macdonald this
week through a decision filed in
superior court.

The decision came from Judge
May D. Lahey, who several weeks
ago conducted a hearing in which
Colonel Lankershira's son and
daughter, John I. Lankershim and
Doria Lankershim, objected to pay-
ment of any fees to Macdonald as
attorney on the ground that he was
entitled to payment only for his
service as a co-special administra-
tor with the Bank of America.
Macdonald had waived adminis-
trator's fees.

Judge Lahey held that Lanker-
shiins were not in a position to
complain, inasmuch as they knew
Macdonald was rendering valuable
legal services for the estate soon
after Colonel Lankershim's death,
but made no objection until a few
weeks ago.

The court also allowed Mac-
donald a fee of $15,000 for extra
services in connection with the
suit for $500,000 filed by Mrs.
Irene Herbert, former nurse and
companion of Colonel Lankershim.

ternal Revenue, today announced
that his office at 939 South Broad-
way, Los Angeles, second and third
floors, will be open to the public
until 5:00 p. m. each business day
from February 23 to March 14. On
March 15 his office will be open
until midnight.

This is done to enable taxpayers
to prepare and file -their income
tax returns for 1932, without wait-
ing until the last minute rush. Col-
lector Welch urges every person
liable for a return to take ad-
vantage of these extra hours and
to file their return early while
his deputies have lime to give
assistance.

Every person whose gross income
was $5000.000 or over in 1932, must
file a return regardless of net in-
come. Every single person whose
net income was $1000.00 or more,
and every married person whose
net income was $2500.00 or more,
must also file returns and pay
tax on all income over those ex-
emptions.
