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THE MARRIAGE OF MISS NUTT BRINGS

BACK THE NUTT-DUKES MURDERS.

Honor the Came of (He F«od—H«r

Father WA» KilleU by Her Tr«ci«o«r.

He was Acquitted aad wo* TJt&ea Killed

by Her Brother.

The marriage oi Miss Lizzie Nutt on
December 9, at her homo in Union town,
PaM to Samuel j . Kropp«, revives niemor-
ies of a tragedy which stirred the natioa.
Mrs. JLrcpps is a daughter of Cupt. A. C.
Nutt, cashier of tho Pennsylvania Stutte
treasury, who was shot and Instantly
killed in Uniontown on Sunday, December
24, 1332, by K. L. Dukes, a leading lawyer
and a member-elect of the Pennsylvania
Legislature. Miss Kutt was a beautiful
young girl, the reigning belle in Union-
town and, in old-fashioned phrase, u a
toast mth the beaux."

Dukos was a man who was anxious to
earn the reputation of bein£ a gallant,
iie paid marked attention to Lizzie Nutt,
and Capt. Nuti objected. Tue a&sociatiou
of his daughter's name with that of
Dukes was distasteful to him. His intor-
fereuco euragod Dukos, who set about a
moan plan of revejigo. fio wrote letters
to C<i-pt. Nutt in wiiicli ho cast imputations
on tie character of Miss Nutt, and boldly
avowod that his relations wita her had
been U>ss than honorable.

Tho father was frantic with griof and
rage, lie refused to believe the vile ac-
cusations of the self-implicated seducer.
Miss Xattliad led a iifo above reproach,
and there was nothing to corroborate tho
charges of her accuser.

Capt. Nuitvgoaded to dest>eration, asked
the accuser to meet him on thcJ morning
of DecMuber 24 in the Jenuings House,
where Dukes had a room. Tue Q ristmas
lioiidays had beguu and ^uttiofL hi& post
of duty at Harrisburg aud went homo.
E«\rly.on the morning of tue 24 h ho went
to see his nephew, F. C. Breekenridgo,
who was cashier of the People's Bank of
Fayette County. He said to Brecken-
ridge: "1 have some trouble on hand, and
as 1 wish to talk to some one about it I
may as well make a coufidaut of you. I
have lately received two infamous letters
from N.L. Dako.4, which I will show you.
I waul to see Duko3 this morning and
hav^an interview with him, as I return to
Harrisburg to-morrow.M

Uucie and uepliew crossed tho street
from t »e bank, wiiore they were, to tho
Jennings House. Breekeuridgo said ho
would go anJ seo if Dukos was in, and
parsed upstairs wita the colored porter.
Capt. Null followed. DuvQs came jto tho
door of his room when Bree ̂ euridgo
rapped. The latter told Dukes t:»at Capt.
Nutt wis';cd to speak with him. When
Capt. Nutl entered the room Brecken-
riiigo came out iato tho hall and stopped
to talk with James I. Featuor, son-in-law
of the proprietor of the hotel.

Their conversion was interrupted by
the sound of scuffling in the room, while
the voice of Nutt was heard calling out
for Breckenridge. Feather and Bi ecken-
ridge rushed into Dukes's room and found
Dukes and Nutt clinched. The young
men pulled the struggling combatants
away from one another. Feather pushed
Dukes into one corner and Brecteuridgo
got Nutt to another. Dukes suddenly
drew a revolver and yelled. u l o u came in
here .to whip me and so I shoot you." lie
suited the action to tbe word. Ho had
tirod, indeed, before he had finished
epeakiiisr and before interference by
Bi-ockenridgo or Feather was possible.
Nutt fell, with a pistol ball in hU braiu,
and di»nl in a few minutes. Dukes left tho
hotel by tie back way nnd oooiiy walked,
to the Sherilt'0 house aud gave himself
up. . "

Dukos was tried in Ufliontown in ̂ larch,
1SS3. His defense was that he had shot
Ci|).. Nutt in seil-defens-; that tho cap-
tain had attacked him with, a cane and
had a rapped a revolver to shoot him,
whereupon he fired.

The eviut'iic*1 presented, however, was
clearly ugain-t. D:i!-:os. and his conviction
Yvas coniideutiy expected. But by some
lvi-.v.n- D i ;-.vs, w.iio was a "strong" ..poll--
tidaM, r.:aaag(Ml to get t!ie jury-box
pnei; - i witu his 1'rlends, and to lii>». ainaze-
xue.iit of every oae the ptUoner was do-
cl.ired'"Xot guiltv.." '

But he was a cool man and a daring
OLO. Ho foadly imagint^d that in ;i few.
w^eks tî e ^torm would Wow over and he
weut back to Union town and resumed the
practice of his profession. He did not
know that James Nutt, a beardless
youth of twenty, would keep his vow of
vengeance. • •

It was aloug in June, 1883, about the
tenth of the month, when James Nutt
went home to his widowed mother and
slandered sister and said; r

"I can't stand this, I met Dukes oa
the street to-day and lie laughed in my
face."

On June 13, after nightfall, James Nutt
was seen practicing witU a revolver at hia
home. Shortly afterwards he went to tbe
post office, and waited for his father's
murderer to pass by. Dukes came trip*
ping unooncernedly down tbe street at
7.30 p. m. As he passed he turned his
head casually, and his face blanched with
fear. He saw Capt. Nutt's son stepping
from the door of the po&toffice, with a new,
shining revolver levelled with steady aim.
Dukes started to run, but he could not
escape the avenger's bullets. Four pistol
shots rang out ia swift succession. Tho
first took effect in Dukes's side. The second
was tired by young Kutt while he was
running in close pursuit of the Heeing
Dukes. It " grounded " the man, who
staggered into tne postoffice and fell just
within the doorway. Kutt tired two more
shots into the prostrate body, and his
grim work of vengeance was complete.
Dukes lay dead, and hundreds of people
who had hurriod to the scene at t e sound
of the pistol shots, surrounded Nutt and
cri«d^-Mlynch him?1 No! they said,
"Welldone." Nutt WAS cool and calm.
He simply said that "it had to be done,"
and surrendered himself to the authori-
ties.

Lest justice should not be done in Un-
ion town, where popular feeling ran high
in favor of the young prisoner, Nutt's
trial was held in Pitts burg before Judge
Stoweand a Jury of men who did not
know either tho «iay*r or the slain, and
Who had BO prejudice*.

When the whole case had been laid be*
fore them in a careful trial, which d
many days, they returned a verdict oi
January 22,1884: " Not guilty on account
of insanity at the time the act was com-
mitted." "

The new* of the yerd'et was received
with great rejoicing at Uniontown. The
newspaper press of the whole country,
with few exceptions, approved it on the
ground that a miscarriage of Justice had
occurred at Dukea'a trial, and that the of-
fense of James Kutt was a natural sequel
to the original error.
